The
Additional Secretary (MSME) 0O/O Development Commissioner
(MSME), Ministry of MSME, Government of India is the President of
the General Body & Chairman of the Governing Council of the Society.

The Centre is a Common Facility, Tool Room & Training Centre,
engaged in technology upgradation and quality upgradation of sports
goods industry in India and also engaged in the area of training in
sports goods manufacturing, software/hardware of computer, tool
and die making, CAD/CAM & CNC Technology.

The Centre is also engaged in testing & consultancy of
national/international standards to meet qualitative human resources
requirement of the industry & also has facilities for both physical &
chemical testing for various materials such as Sports Footwear,
Leather, Plastics, Rubbers, Packaging materials, Textiles, Safety
footwear, and Sports Goods as per national/international method as
IS, ISO, SATRA, AATCC, DIN etc. The Testing Laboratory is able to
provide fast and convenient service for Footwear/Sports
Goods/Textile manufacturers & able to serve its clients according to
diversified market requirements.

The Testing Laboratory of the Centre is a unique of its kind in
India, accredited with National Accreditation Board for Testing &
Calibration(NABL) vide Certificate No.TC-7805 for Mechanical &
Chemical discipline, valid from 30-8-2018 till 29-8-2020 in
accordance with ISO/IEC 17025:2005 & certified with ISO
9001:2015, ISO 14001:2015, having most sophisticated imported
and indigenous machinery & equipments.
