*Reason for not starting training activities at Branch Jammu:

It is to state that a hall of 710 Sq.fts. area in Industrial Estate
Digiana, Jammu was allotted to PPDC, Meerut in 2005 to set up
Branch PPDC, Meerut at Jammu. This branch was engaged to
provide training to the unemployed youth of Jammu region in sports
goods manufacturing training programmes besides CAD
programmes and was trying to fulfill the skilled manpower
requirement of the industries.

All the installed machines and equipments have been disposed
of and computers installed in 2005, are outdated and not in working
presently. There is no regular official available at the branch to co-
ordinate day to day activities and there are also no essential
facilities like toilets available for the trainees. During the interaction
with the representative of industries and Govt. of J & K, they stated
that the youth of Jammu and Kashmir region are not able to pay the
course fee. To conduct the sponsored NSQF compliant courses,
there is no infrastructure and facilities are available at Branch
Jammu to fulfill the requirement of NSDC norms.

To start training activities at Jammu branch, the latest
machines & equipments, computers, softwares and furniture etc.
along with regular officials are needed to provide practical training
to the participants. Due to lack of space, we are unable to install
machines/equipments as well as unable to provide technical support
to the industries.
